Maths – subtraction within 20

For their homework this week, I would like the children to demonstrate their subtraction skills by completing the ‘Dinosaur subtraction’ challenge. They will need to count each set of dinosaurs first to help them find the answer. Please encourage your child to form their numbers accurately.

Phonics

More dictated sentences this week. Repeating this activity is highly beneficial to helping your child understand how they can write sentences and spell each word by segmenting each one.
As before, please encourage your child to form their letters neatly and remember the 3 rules of sentence writing (start with a capital letter, have a finger space between each word and finish the sentence with a full stop)
Please dictate the following sentence out loud to your child. Read it once fluently and then read it again segmenting (sounding out) each work so that your child can hear each sound. Please also highlight the digraphs and trigraphs tricky words and trigraphs in each word.

1. I had a red balloon.
2. The dog had chips.
3. She has green sweets.
4. The pig had a sleep.
5. The goat sat in the soap.

Reading

Your child will continue to bring home their Little Wandle Phonics book and their sharing book. As your child develops greater fluency with their decoding, please encourage to use expression in their reading and increase their comprehension skills by discussing the stories with them. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.

Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Unfortunately, we aren’t getting all the books back every week and this has a detrimental impact on the teaching of group ready for the rest of the week. Please ensure your child is in their bookbag first thing every Monday morning.  Many thanks for your support with this.
