Maths – understanding quarter of an amount

In class the children have been developing their understanding of quarter by looking at how to find quarter of a shape. For their homework this week I would like the children to complete the ‘finding quarter challenge’ by colouring each shape. As a challenge I would like the children to see if they can demonstrate how to represent ¾ of a shape.

Applying phonics

I would like your child to continue to practise their ‘grow the code’ sounds. This week in class we have been looking at alternative spelling patterns for the ‘sh’ sound (see below) and we concentrated on the mission ssi and ci patterns. Please ask your child to write as many words as they can using the different spelling patterns below. To extend this activity the children could write their words in to a sentence e.g. 
mission   The spy went on a mission
magician The magician did a special trick
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Reading

Your child will continue to bring home their Little Wandle Phonics book and their sharing book. When reading together please encourage your child to spot familiar graphemes and the new alternative spelling digraphs. It is also important to continue to develop their comprehension skills by answering questions about the text. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.
