Fine Motor Skills
Learning to write is a hard work! To build up the strength and muscle memory needed takes practice and time. For their homework this week I would like your child to work on their fine motor skills. I would like them to complete their fine motor skills challenge booklet. Please encourage your child to take their time and follow each of the lines with care. The more accurate they are the better as this will really help to improve their brain/eye coordination. In addition to the booklet it would also be great if your child could carry out some of the activities from the fine motor skills guide that you received in their school readiness pack. For example, encouraging your child to follow lines and shapes with scissor and use their knife and fork at dinner time (rather than a spoon) will help them to become stronger and more dexterous 


Phonics – Little Wandle

This week your child will have a new set of phoneme flashcards (see below for guidance with pronunciation and formation) Please work with your child to help them learn to recognise and read each one. It is also important for them to continue to revise the phoneme flashcards from last week too. Repetition is the key to securing this knowledge. Remember once your child is confident in reading each letter sound, please encourage them to practise writing each one too, focusing on accurate formation.

As I mentioned before, these wordless books are a crucial part of the process of learning to read and covers important aspects including comprehension, asking and answering questions and predicting what might happen next in a story. Thank you for recording the reading you have done in with your child’s reading record. This really does help us to be able to share your child’s ideas and progress with them. Remember, you don’t have to write lots, just a comment about any questions you may have asked and how your child responded or predictions that your child made about the book. Please do also comment on your child’s sharing book too.
