Please ensure that your child continues to revises their phonemes, digraphs, trigraphs and tricky words to date EVERYDAY so that they are fluent with all of them. We are now moving on to phase 4 in our phonics lessons and the children will be introduced to a new set of tricky words. In addition to their previous tricky word challenge sheet, I would like your child to start learning their new tricky words using their new challenge sheet. As before, I do not expect the children to learn these words in one go, it is fine for the new words to be learnt over a couple of weeks. When your child can accurately read each word, please colour the square. Once all the squares have been coloured in, please return the sheet to school.
The children are all highly enthusiastic in our daily phonics lessons and I hope they will demonstrate their super skills at home too.

Reading
Please continue to share your child’s Little Wandle book and sharing book. When reading together please encourage your child to spot familiar graphemes and develop their comprehension skills by answering questions about the story. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.
