However, if they would still like to practice their phonics and handwriting skills over the week then that would be amazing. 


The Lord’s Prayer

In school this week, we have been learning all about the Lord’s Prayer. The children have discussed the meaning of the prayer and also chatted about what they prayer means to them. For their homework this week I would like the children to continue to learn the Lord’s Prayer. Please help them by learning a few lines at a time and helping them recall and understand the meaning of the more challenging words. It would be great if your child could know the entire prayer by the first week back after half-term. As always in school, when we say any prayers the children are invited to join in if they feel comfortable to do so but it is still important that they know and understand the prayer. I have enclosed a copy of the prayer to help. Good luck!

Maths
In class we have been continuing to learn about part whole models. For their homework this week I would like the children to consolidate their learning by completing the part whole model worksheet. Please encourage your child to talk through each question e.g. 4 is a part, and 3 is a part and 7 is the whole. To further their learning, please ask your child to write their part whole model as an addition number sentence e.g. 4 + 3 = 7



Phonics 
After half term I will be assessing the children with all their phonemes, digraphs, trigraphs and tricky words from phase 2-4. Please continue to work with your child EVERY DAY for 5-10 minutes to ensure that they are fluent with all of their letter sounds and tricky words to date (focusing especially on the sounds/words highlighted on their last individual phonics assessment) It is important that they are confident with these phases before moving on to phase 5. 

Reading
As last year, your child will continue to bring home their Little Wandle Phonics book and their sharing book every Thursday. When reading together please encourage your child to spot familiar graphemes and develop their comprehension skills by answering questions about the story. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.


Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Many thanks for your support with this.
