Dear parents,
What a great term it has been so far, with all the children working their socks off. I’m so proud of all of them! I can’t believe that we only have one more week to go! With that in mind, this will be the last set of homework until after half-term in order for your child to have a break. However, if they would still like to practice their phonics and number recognition skills over the week then that would be amazing. 

The Lord’s Prayer

In school this week, we have been learning all about the Lord’s Prayer. The children have discussed the meaning of the prayer and also chatted about what they prayer means to them. For their homework this week I would like the children to continue to learn the Lord’s Prayer. Please help them by learning a few lines at a time and helping them recall and understand the meaning of the more challenging words. It would be great if your child could know the entire prayer by the first week back after half-term. As always in school, when we say any prayers the children are invited to join in if they feel comfortable to do so but it is still important that they know and understand the prayer. I have enclosed a copy of the prayer to help. Good luck!

Maths

In maths the children have been learning to compare size. For their homework this week, I would like the children to compare and sort the size of the picnic food and give it to the right bear. Please encourage your child to do all the cutting by themselves as this will also really help with their fine motor skills. Ask your child to talk about how they have sorted their picnic food, encouraging them to use comparing size vocabulary e.g. bigger, smaller, biggest, smallest or same as etc. 

Phonics – Tricky words

In our phonics lessons the children have been learning their first set of tricky words. Tricky words cannot be decoded, but have to be learnt simply by looking and remember them. I have given the children a tricky word challenge sheet (see below) Please encourage them to read each word. Once they are confident with reading the word they can colour the word box in. Once the whole sheet is coloured, they can bring the sheet back to school and show their wonderful tricky word reading skills to a member of staff. Once they are confident with reading the words, it is really important that they then progress to independently writing the words.






Phonics – Little Wandle Books

This week your child will be bringing home their first phase 2 Little Wandle Book. Please ask your child to read this book to you. Please also encourage them point out familiar phonemes and punctuation and grammar. In our reading sessions in class we also discuss prosody and comprehension as well as decoding, so please focus on these aspects too with your child.

Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Many thanks for your support with this.
