Dear parents,
Thank you for your support with your child’s homework. Please continue to encourage your child to practise their name and number writing on a daily basis. The children have been working really hard this week (and have loved starting to learn out Nativity songs too) Well done to them all.


Maths – representing number

In class the children have been looking at different ways to represent a number. The children have been learning how numbers can be represented as concrete (physical objects), pictorial (drawings and diagrams), and abstract (symbols and numbers). For their homework this week I would like the children to complete the car park challenge by matching the right car to the right numeral. Please encourage you child to talk about why they are parking each car in each space before gluing it into position.

Phonics – Tricky words and phonemes

Your child will be bringing home their next set of phonemes. Practising these consistently for 5-10 minutes every day in addition to their previous sets of cards. Please remember that it is as equally important that your child practises writing these sounds (graphemes) too.



Phonics – Little Wandle Books

This week your child will be bringing home another phase 2 Little Wandle Book. Please ask your child to read this book to you. Please also encourage them point out familiar phonemes and punctuation and grammar. In our reading sessions in class we also discuss prosody and comprehension as well as decoding, so please focus on these aspects too with your child.

Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Many thanks for your support with this.
