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Dear parents,
Welcome back, I hope you all had a great half-term. The children have settled back in brilliantly. Well done!

Assessment work

Over the next couple of weeks, the children will be completing a number of assessments. These will all be carried out in a low-stakes way. For their homework this week, to help your child prepare to consolidate their learning I would like them to practise writing their latest sets of digraphs. It would be great if they could also revise all phonemes to date, focusing on accurate letter formation.

Phonics – Tricky words 

Please encourage your child to practise reading and writing all their tricky words to date. Practising these consistently for 5-10 minutes every day. When writing each word, please ensure your child uses accurate letter formation. I have sent home a copy of all these works to date to remind your child of the words that they should know.

Maths – numbers to 100
This week I have sent home a 100 square to help your child to practise writing their numbers 1-100. I have also included a sheet for them to practice writing. It is fine for your child to initially copy from the 100 square and then gradually work to being able to write from 1-100 independently. Please ensure that your child focuses on using accurate number formation.




Phonics – Little Wandle Books

This week your child will be bringing home another Little Wandle Book. Please ask your child to read this book to you. As always, please also encourage them point out familiar phonemes, digraphs, trigraphs and punctuation and grammar. In our reading sessions in class we also discuss prosody and comprehension as well as decoding, so please focus on these aspects too with your child.

Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Many thanks for your support with this.
