Dear parents,
It has been another busy week in Tiger class, with all the children trying their best for their Assessment week. It is great to see how the consolidating of their learning in their homework is really helping their confidence and understanding of their work in the classroom. Well done everyone, keep up the good work!


Phonics – 
The children have been completing their individual phonics assessments this week. I will share their results with you soon, so that your child can show you how well they are doing.
For their homework this week, I would like the children to continue practising the application of their phonics skills. The children are doing really well with recalling phonemes, digraphs, trigraphs and tricky words and now need to become more independent in applying this knowledge. Please dictate the following sentences one at a time and ask your child to sound out and write each word. You can repeat the sentence a number of times. If your child gets stuck on a word, ask them to segment it and listen to each sound they can hear, for example ‘green’ ‘g-r-ee-n. Please do not immediately spell the word for your child, but ask them to try and have a go. Making phonetically plausible attempts is better than just copying the words. It is also fine for your child to use their phonics flashcards/ sound mats and tricky word cards to help them. Please also encourage neat handwriting and accurate sentence structure (e.g. start with a capital letter, have a finger space in between each word and finish the sentence with a full stop) 

1. The bird sang loud sat on a cloud.
2. The green flag flapped in the wind.
3. The boy played in the park.
4. I had chips for my tea.
5. The frog swam in the pond.

Maths – addition
The children have been continuing to work on their addition skills. For their homework I would like your child to complete the number bonds to 20 challenge worksheet. They are more than welcome to use concrete resources and/or number lines or their100 square to help work out the answer. Please ensure that when writing their answer that the numerals are correctly formed.


Phonics – Little Wandle Books

This week your child will be bringing home another Little Wandle Book. Please ask your child to read this book to you. As always, please also encourage them point out familiar phonemes, digraphs, trigraphs and punctuation and grammar. In our reading sessions in class we also discuss prosody and comprehension as well as decoding, so please focus on these aspects too with your child.

Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Many thanks for your support with this.
