Dear parents,
It was lovely to see so many of you at our Christmas craft session, I hope you had fun!
As you can see, Christmas has well and truly begun in Tiger class!

Phonics 
This week your child will be bringing home their individual phonics assessment. The sounds and words that are highlighted are the ones that they need to spend more time practising. Please encourage your child to practise reading them every day. The children have a daily phonics session in class, but additional practise is essential to helping them with their fluency and confidence. 
Extension task: please encourage your child to practise writing each sound using the Little Wandle format to ensure accurate formation.


Phonics –
For their homework this week, I would like the children to continue practising the application of their phonics skills by writing the sentences below. Please dictate the following sentences one at a time and ask your child to sound out and write each word. You can repeat the sentence a number of times. Once again if your child gets stuck on a word, ask them to segment it and listen to each sound they can hear, for example ‘park’ ‘p-ar-k. Please do not immediately spell the word for your child, but ask them to try and have a go. Making phonetically plausible attempts is better than just copying the words. It is also fine for your child to use their phonics flashcards/ sound mats and tricky word cards to help them. I have included more tricky words this week Please also encourage neat handwriting and accurate sentence structure (e.g. start with a capital letter, have a finger space in between each word and finish the sentence with a full stop) 

1. We went to run at the park.
2. I put on my hat to go and play.
3. She has a big grin.
4. Do cats have fish for dinner?
5. Some socks are red and long.


Phonics – Little Wandle Books

This week your child will be bringing home another Little Wandle Book. Please ask your child to read this book to you. As always, please also encourage them point out familiar phonemes, digraphs, trigraphs and punctuation and grammar. In our reading sessions in class we also discuss prosody and comprehension as well as decoding, so please focus on these aspects too with your child.

Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Many thanks for your support with this.
