Dear parents,
I can’t believe how fast this term has flown by! All the children have worked so hard and it has been wonderful to see how enthusiastic they have been with their learning. 
This will be the last homework before the Christmas break so your child does not need to return their folders until after the holiday. Whilst I appreciate that the children (and the adults!) need a break over the holidays, it is still really important that they still regularly revise their phonics sounds and words. In between all your festivities, please do try to find time for your child to read and write them all. Thank you so much. 

Phonics 
Please continue to do daily work on your child’s their individual phonics assessment. As mentioned before, this will really help with their recognition skills, fluency and confidence.
Extension task: please encourage your child to practise writing each sound using the Little Wandle format to ensure accurate formation.

Maths

In class the children have been continuing to demonstrate their understanding of the value of number and participating in lots of activities to help them to understand Counting Principles.
The one to one principle – means that children count red and yellow bricks) every object just once and call out the number name as they do so (1 -2 -3) The stable order principle – means that children understand when counting that numbers have an order: 1 then 2 then 3 then 4….etc. The cardinal principle – means that the final number said is the total number of objects in that group.
For their homework this week, I would like the children to say the number in the box and then count that number of objects (therefore finishing on the cardinal number) Please ask your child to colour the correct number of objects to represent the number.
EXTENSION TASK: Ask your child to draw their own sets of objects (between 10-20) and write the number that represent the number next to  it e.g.

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Reading – Little Wandle

This week your child will be bringing home their next Little Wandle book. This book will have words that are made up of the phonemes that your child has been learning in class. Please encourage your child to sound out each word and then blend them back together. If your child is finding it tricky to blend the sounds together, please just say the word and then ask them to repeat it back to you, whilst looking at the graphemes on the page. Please makes sure you record the reading you have done in with your child’s reading record. This really does help us to be able to share your child’s ideas and progress with them. As mentioned before, you don’t have to write lots, just a comment about any questions you may have asked and how your child responded or predictions that your child made about the book. Please do also comment on your child’s sharing book too. Both books can be kept until after the Christmas break. Thank you.
