Dear parents,
Welcome back! Thank you so much for all the beautiful cards and generous gifts we received. Your kindness is very much appreciated. I hope you all had a great Christmas and that you are all well rested and ready for another great term ahead.



Phonics
Using the phonics assessment sheets given to you last week, please encourage your child to continue to practice recognising and saying their focus phonemes, digraphs and trigraphs. In addition to this please revise all other sounds to increase your child’s confidence and fluency. Please carry out the same task with the tricky word flashcards. I have set the children a challenge to try and do this work for10 minutes every day. 

Applying phonics
The children practice applying the phonics everyday in class. For their homework this week, I would like the children to try and write the following dictated sentence. Please remind your child that they must start the sentence with a capital letter, have a finger space in between each word and must finish their sentence with a full stop. Please read the sentence in full and then model segmenting each word. An example of how to do this is as follows? 

Listen to this sentence ‘The cat sat on the mat’ Start with the tricky word ;the’. Listen to the next words c-a-t cat, s-a-t sat, o-n, on, tricky word ;the’ m-a-t mat. Finish your sentence with a full stop.

Please dictate these sentences to your child and ask them to have a go at writing them on the provided worksheet. Please do not worry if every word is not completely accurate. The activity is about encouraging your child to listen carefully, segment each word and apply their phonic knowledge. 

1. The dog sat on a log.
2. The hen ran up the hill.
3. A cat put on a hat.
4. The pig had jam on toast.
5. A fox had a red sock

Reading
Your child will continue to bring home their Little Wandle Phonics book and their sharing book. When reading together please encourage your child to spot familiar graphemes and develop their comprehension skills by answering questions about the story. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.
Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Many thanks for your support with this.
