Please ensure that when writing their answer that the numerals are correctly formed.

As always, please also encourage them point out familiar phonemes, digraphs, trigraphs and punctuation and grammar. In our reading sessions in class we also discuss prosody and comprehension as well as decoding, so please focus on these aspects too with your child. Please record everything your child reads at home in their reading diaries.
