	In Maths this week, Year 5 will deepen their understanding of multiplication by identifying factors and prime numbers and practising multiplying by 10, 100 and 1,000 using place value reasoning.
	In English this week, Year 5 will analyse the character of Vesper in depth, using evidence from the text to infer thoughts, feelings and motivations. They will also develop their writing by using relative clauses to add extra detail and clarity.
	In Science this week, Year 5 will investigate burning reactions in more detail, using the fire triangle to explain the conditions needed for combustion and how fires can be prevented.
