Dear parents,
Welcome back to the second half of the spring term. I hope that you all had a lovely half-term break and that both you and your children are well rested. This term, although relatively short is going to be a busy one and I am very much looking forward to seeing the children work with their usual fabulous enthusiasm.


Phonics – Tricky words 

It has been great to see the children working hard to complete their tricky word colour box challenge. If your child needs a little more time, please do continue working with them everyday until they can read them with fluency and confidence.
I have given your child a checklist of all the year one tricky words, for their homework over the next few weeks I would like them revise reading AND WRITING them every day. I do not expect them to read and write all the words on the list I one go, instead please encourage them to focus on 10 words at a time. Once they are confident with these words, please introduce the next set of 10. Being able to read and write these words will  greatly help your child with their confidence and fluency.

 
Maths – writing numbers 1-100

To help with their fluency on number, it is really important that your child can confidently read and accurately write numbers 1-100 in sequence and from memory. I have given your child a 100 square that they can initially use to remind them of the order, but as they gain more confidence, please encourage them to try and write their numbers from memory. I have included some blank 100 squares to help your child with this activity. 

Maths – times tables

We are really enjoying singing our times table songs in class. Please continue to encourage your child to revise both their 2 and 5 times table for 5 minutes every day. It is also beneficial for your child to be able to answer rapid recall questions to help secure their knowledge. The adult can call out the times table sentence and your child calls back the answer e.g.  2 x 5 is….  .2 x 5 is……   5 x 5 is……. Etc.


Phonics – Little Wandle Books

This week your child will be bringing home another Little Wandle Book. Please ask your child to read this book to you. As always, please also encourage them point out familiar phonemes, digraphs, trigraphs and punctuation and grammar. In our reading sessions in class we also discuss prosody and comprehension as well as decoding, so please focus on these aspects too with your child. Please record everything your child reads at home in their reading diaries. 

Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Many thanks for your support with this.
