Please continue to revise these with your child. Once they are confident reading each one, please encourage them to try and write them. Initially your child can copy each word and then progress to writing them independently from memory.

Reading
Your child will continue to bring home their Little Wandle Phonics book and their sharing book. When reading together please encourage your child to spot familiar graphemes and develop their comprehension skills by answering questions about the story. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.
