Phonics

This week I have given the children the Week 3 list. Please encourage your child to practise the paper repeatedly. This will help them to identify phonic sounds and patterns and will also help them to become more familiar with the difference between real words and pseudo-words (alien words) It would also be good for them to revise their lists from week 1 and 2. Please remember that it is fine for the children to decode the words and then blend them back together before saying them. This is especially important when trying to read the alien words. By doing this, they will be able to clearly demonstrate their phonic knowledge e.g.
c- l- oi- n = cloin


Applying phonics

Please continue to practise the ‘grow the code’ revision mat. This sheet shows all the sounds and alternative spellings that they are learnt to date. Please encourage your child to continue to practise their ‘grow the code’ sounds. It is really important that your child practises writing these sounds too and using them in words e.g. oi – foil, oy – boy etc.

Reading

Your child will continue to bring home their Little Wandle Phonics book and their sharing book. When reading together please encourage your child to spot familiar graphemes and the new alternative spelling digraphs. It is also important to continue to develop their comprehension skills by answering questions about the text. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.
