Thank you for your support with the homework from last week. The children have been doing really well with their Phonics Screening Check preparation in class and I am sure they have been demonstrating their skills to you at home too. Well done Year Ones!

Maths  

We have also been continuing to work on counting in multiples during our maths lessons, recapping our two’s and fives. This week I have given the children a ten times table monster sheet which I would like them to learn at home. Please also revise the two and five times table monster sheet from earlier in the term. As mentioned before, it is really important that your child is confident and fluent with their recall of these. Like with the learning of their phonics, revising these daily for 5-10 minutes will have a huge beneficial impact on your child’s arithmetic rapid recall skill. 


Phonics

This week I would like them to have given the children the Week 2 list. Please encourage your child to practise the paper repeatedly. This will help them to identify phonic sounds and patterns and will also help them to become more familiar with the difference between real words and pseudo-words (alien words) It would also be good for them to revise their Week 1 list too.


Applying phonics

I have given your child a ‘grow the code’ revision mat. This sheet shows all the sounds and alternative spellings that they are learnt to date. Please encourage your child to continue to practise their ‘grow the code’ sounds. It is really important that your child practises writing these sounds too and using them in words e.g. ai – pain, ay – day, a-e – cake, a – acorn etc.

Reading

Your child will continue to bring home their Little Wandle Phonics book and their sharing book. When reading together please encourage your child to spot familiar graphemes and the new alternative spelling digraphs. It is also important to continue to develop their comprehension skills by answering questions about the text. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.


Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Many thanks for your support with this.
