As always, we have a busy time ahead, especially with our new topic of ‘oh I do like to be beside the seaside’! Maths  

This week we have been recapping our knowledge of our two times tables. For their homework, I would like your child to complete the two times table challenge worksheet. Please also encourage your child to say their times table out loud. Knowing this by rote will really help with their rapid recall.

Phonics

In addition to continuing our work on the Little Wandle phases, we will also be focusing on our Phonics Screening Check skills. I have attached a parent guide that explains what the check entails. For their homework over the next few weeks I would like the children to complete the Phonics Screening Check Practice Lists. This week I would like them to have a go at the Week 1 list. Please encourage your child to practise the paper repeatedly. This will help them to identify phonic sounds and patterns and will also help them to become more familiar with the difference between real words and pseudo-words (alien words)
The check will be carried out in a low-stakes environment as I do not want any of the children getting worried, so please do encourage your child to have fun just having a go with this homework.

Please encourage your child to continue to practise their ‘grow the code’ sounds. They are doing really well in recognising and saying these sounds in class, but continuing to practise at home will help develop your child’s fluency and confidence. Please spend 5-10 minutes on this every day.

Reading

Your child will continue to bring home their Little Wandle Phonics book and their sharing book. When reading together please encourage your child to spot familiar graphemes and the new alternative spelling digraphs. It is also important to continue to develop their comprehension skills by answering questions about the text. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.
