Well done everyone on completing your missing number challenge. It is good to see their children’s understanding of the value of number and their normal formation improving. Keep up the great work. The children will not receive homework next week, so that they can have a break over half-term, but if they have time, it would be great if they could still spend 5-10 minutes every day revising their phonics. Thank you for your support with this.

Phonics

This week the children will be bringing home a list of all the tricky words that they have learnt to date. Please practise these every day. As usual, please ask focus on learning to read the words first. Once they are confident with reading them, please encourage them to learn how to spell and write them. Remember, tricky words cannot be decoded, so the children must learn them through recognition and memory. Learning to independently read and write these words will hugely benefit your child’s fluency and confidence.

Maths 

In class we have been continuing to develop our understanding of addition and subtraction. For their homework this week, I would like the children to complete the addition and subtraction worksheet. Please encourage your child to look carefully to see if the sum has an addition or a subtraction sign (+ or -) and to remember that when completing addition sums their answer will get bigger and when completing subtraction their answer will get smaller.
I have included a 0-20 number line to help. The children know that when solving addition, they must bounce FORWARDS, UP the number line and when solving subtraction, they must bounce BACKWARDS, DOWN the number line. It is  also fine for your child to use concrete resources such as counters, bricks or any other small items to help them to find the answer.

Reading

Your child will continue to bring home their Little Wandle Phonics book and their sharing book. As your child develops greater fluency with their decoding, please encourage to use expression in their reading and increase their comprehension skills by discussing the stories with them. Please do comment in their reading record every time you listen to your child read, or share a story together.

Please remember to return all books on Monday so they can be used during group teaching reading sessions. Unfortunately, we aren’t getting all the books back every week and this has a detrimental impact on the teaching of group ready for the rest of the week. Please ensure your child is in their bookbag first thing every Monday morning.  Many thanks for your support with this.
